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Successful Partnership set for third year OGM

The Western Lake District Tourism Partnership is gearing up for its first Open General Meeting of the year, to be held at Sellafield Visitors Centre on May 19th, at 10am. This will be the first of a planned series of meetings for the tourism community with the Partnership over the coming year.
Members of the tourism community will be out in force to attend the meeting, and hear about the successes of this last year. 

The Partnership, who are funded by Allerdale Borough Council, Copeland Borough Council and the West Cumbria Development fund, are responsible for raising the profile of the Western Lake District area to potential visitors.

Annually the group produce a Holiday Guide, Top Attractions leaflets, run a website complete with on-line booking system, and are also involved in key regeneration projects in the area, such as cycle map development and signage.

In January of this year, the group conducted consumer research on the Guide from 2007 and found that the results were more favourable than in previous years, with the conversion of the guide being around 32% - that being those people that ordered the guide then went on to book their holiday as a result of receiving the guide. 
The group is now looking to future years by working more closely with partners in the county such as Cumbria Tourism and Hadrian’s Wall Heritage, both of whom will be presenting this years plans at the AGM. The Partnership are now looking for on-going success for the years to come, and will look to engage more tourism community members following the meeting.
