2. Present the weather at The Beacon, on Whitehaven harbourside (www.thebeacon-whitehaven.co.uk) and explore five floors of maritime and mining history.

3. Visit Britain’s largest collection of Roman altars and the oldest collection of Roman artefacts in Britain, at one single site, at the Senhouse Museum in Maryport (www.senhousemuseum.co.uk) There’s also an Easter egg hunt every day over Easter.

4. Make Pace eggs and pastry fish in the 18th Century Georgian kitchen at Wordsworth House, in Cockermouth (April 10: www.wordsworthhouse.org.uk) 

5. Watch out for the John Dory yawning at the Lake District Coast Aquarium in Maryport (www.lakedistrict-coastaquarium.co.uk) 

6. Enjoy a performance by the 2008 Fool of Muncaster, at Muncaster Castle’s Foolish Easter event (April 14: 1.30pm and 3.30pm: www.muncaster.co.uk) 

7. See the only Canadian lynx in the UK at Trotter’s World, by Bassethwaite Lake (www.trottersworld.com)  - and don’t forget to check out the Easter lambs and chicks.

8. Get a taste for life as a Roman soldier at the Romanus Britannicus event organised by Britain’s most picturesque steam railway, Ravenglass and Eskdale. (www.ravenglass-railway.co.uk) 

9. Head to the osprey viewpoint at Dodd View, near Bassenthwaite Lake, to see if Cumbria’s ospreys have returned for the summer, or go to the Whinlatter Visitor Centre, in Whinlatter Forest – England’s only true mountain forest. (www.ospreywatch.co.uk) 

10. Visit the last working slate mine in the country at Honister and tackle the thrilling Via Ferrata rock face climb (www.honister-slate-mine.co.uk) 

11.Challenge everything Isaac Newton taught us in the anti-gravity room   

         at Puzzling Place, Keswick – along with many more puzzles!
