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New Arrivals Are Right On Cue To Celebrate Easter

Minute baby seahorses have arrived at the Lake District Coast Aquarium in Maryport, to become the smallest babies of the smallest seahorse in the world. 

The arrival of ten baby Dwarf Seahorses has come as a bit of a surprise to the team at the Aquarium, as the Dwarf Seahorses have never bred before.  Now, ten tiny babies can be picked out by the keenest eye.  Even when they are fully grown, they will only measure 2cm!

The arrival has come at just the right time, as the Aquarium has invested in a World of Seahorses exhibit, across three tropical tanks, in which the Dwarf Seahorses and another species of Seahorse share accommodation with a pair of Pipefish, banded Humbug fish, an anemone and Clown fish.

Lake District Coast Aquarium xxxxxxxx, Mark Vollers, says: “It’s truly remarkable that the Dwarf Seahorse should breed at just the time when we have created a new display for them.  It’s pure coincidence, but a very welcome one”.

The tiny Dwarf Seahorse family are already thrilling the eager-eyed children who have spotted them and they are even competing for the ‘favourite fish’ title with the newly-returned Wolf Fish and the very popular yawning John Dory, which lives in the Fletcher Christian-themed display.

Many local families are likely to make the most of the Easter holidays to come and see the diminutive babies.  Another new features likely to prove popular are the new Wild Solway theatre area, in which multi-award winning, shark survival film ‘Rewards of the Reef’ is showing over Easter.

The Lake District Coast Aquarium’s passion for conservation is also reflected in a White-Clawed Crayfish exhibition, which highlights the plight of a species native to Cumbria, with habitats in the River Eden.

Anyone wishing to see the Dwarf Seahorse babies and the other fifty displays, as well as the exhibitions and films, can do so seven days a week, from 10am to 5pm.  Over Easter, there is also a Best Dressed Fish fancy dress competition, being judged at 2.15pm on Easter Sunday, and a mosaic fish craft activity, which celebrates the Roman history of Maryport.

Admission costs £6.95 for an adult and £4.50 for a child, providing entry all day, so that families can make the most of the mini-golf, radio controlled boats and adventure playground outside.  Family tickets start at a cost of £18.95 for two adults and two children.
